Course Description
An introduction to Scots Law and the principles of its hybrid legal system combining elements of the civil law and common law system. Fundamentals of property law, criminal law, and family law will be explored with an emphasis on those areas which are distinct across the three jurisdictions in the United Kingdom (UK). More advanced topics will include human rights, international commercial law, European Union (EU) law, and intellectual property. The goal of this program is to provide participants with a deeper understanding of the contemporary Scottish legal system and to enhance the practitioner’s ability to deal with Scottish and Scottish-American clientele and partnerships, as well manage emerging legal issues between the United States and Scotland, the UK, and/or the EU.
